Interview/Info: For helpers with signatures
1. Ask if they have any questions?
2. Mention the first day they do it, you’ll be with them to train them and help them out.

3. Mention where we do the evangelism booth areas at.   Example: Valley College and Cal State.

4. Locations for the booths.

A. Valley College: outside of the library area, in the court yard. 
B. Cal State: near the coyote statue at Marshall Center, near the walk way.

If requested, I can meet you at a restaurant nearby, on the training day and take you there.
I encourage you to visit the area, learn where it is at.  Learn where to park, etc.
 	
5. Parking: the college charge for parking.  Can be expensive.  What I do is just park.  I have never gotten a ticket.  If you want to do this, I will pay if you do get a ticket.  Other avenues for Cal State.  They have restaurants nearby, you can park there and walk, it’s not to far from the college parking lot.  Other avenues for Valley college is to park on the street.  A lot of college people do that.  Lot’s of street areas to park at.  Best place to park is on E Grant Avenue, it is near the library court yard area.  Other street places make getting to the location, a long walk.

6. Obviously represent the company, no cursing, drinking, inappropriate vulgar talk, drugs, anger, intimidation for signatures, etc.

7. I will show how it is done.  Describe it.  
A. We set up booth.  Put out materials.
B. You work for 3 hrs.  Get 10 dollars for 5 signatures, 20 dollars for 10.  Can bring family/children if you want.  And food or drinks.  

1. 2 ways to approach…
A. ask “would you like a free Bible.”  Then after they respond to that question, and get a Bible or say no, invite them to “sign up for a on campus Bible study.”
B. Or just ask them to “sign up for a on campus Bible study.”   By simply asking “would you like to sign up for our on-campus Bible study.”  Note: The campus Bible study is comprised of me: the teacher and 1 person helping me by sitting in on the class.

1. Questions they may ask.  
A. What church does this?  Answer: University church of Christ
B. Where is it at?   651 W 48th St, San Bernardino, CA 92407
C. What are the times?  Wednesday Bible class: 7:00 PM.  Sunday Bible class 9:30 AM.  Worship 10:30 AM.   Evening service is at 3:00 PM.

D. Are the Bibles free: Answer: Yes

E. What do you teach?  Answer:  We start with Bible topics to help with your personal life. If want details.  Answer: We talk about your salvation experience, and how to know if God is leading you in life.  


F. Are you denominational?  No, we are non-denominational.  We are different, we just only follow the Bible.

G. For Religious questions, they ask, just answer we will answer that in the Bible study.


H. What time is the Bible study?  Answer: We know the students have a busy schedule, we study at a time they let us know they are available. 

I. (For Cal State) Where is the study at?   Answer: We meet up at the coyote statue and study at the atrium near the cafeteria.   Note: The fall back place is outside at The Blue Coyote Pub & Eatery, located on campus.  Both are at Marshall Union Center.  

J. (For Valley College) Where is the study at?  Answer: We meet outside of the library and study inside.

K. The sign-up sheet says you give free rides to church through Uber?  Answer: Yes.  Sign your (desired pick up area) address and your phone number and we will text you to confirm the time you wish to go.  When you have a day set, we will text you to confirm you’re ready, that morning and send Uber over.  If you wish to meet somewhere other than your address, (some college dorms are not near the street) let us know where to have Uber pick you up.  


1. If problems arise: Never happens, but if it does, always pays to count all scenarios. If you are being heckled, call me: 813.313.9787.  I’ll come by and take over.    If someone is trying to debate you, or is preaching at you.  Just tell them to sign up for a Bible study to get together and discuss these, (points).  If they persist for awhile and won’t leave, call me and I can deal with that person, while you continue to get signatures.
